Don’t Most PCs Already Have 
Energy-Saving Features?

PCs today support the Advanced Confi guration and Power 
Management Interface (ACPI) standard, which specifi es 
energy-saving low-power states for PCs, sleep state for 
monitors, and shutdown settings. Many IT departments 
confi gure these settings when deploying new PCs, but over 
80% of users disable their PC’s power settings within 90 
days, according to research by Lawrence Berkeley National 
Laboratories and others.1

However, if network managers lock users out of changing 
their settings, users often complain and lose productivity. 
Even when users don’t disable their power settings, they 
rarely confi gure them properly.

SURVEYOR allows different power settings 
for different groups of PCs

Different users, Windows versions, and hardware have 
different energy-use requirements, so SURVEYOR enables 
network managers to assign and manage PCs by groups 
that share common power-management settings based 
on user needs or PC characteristics. This way, power-
management is applied at custom levels across the 
organization, maximizing energy savings.

SURVEYOR allows user-friendly daytime power settings 
(sleep mode for monitors or standby or hibernate mode for 
PCs) and energy-saving night settings (standby, hibernate, 
or shutdown mode for PCs) to coexist.

Power profi les can be set 
by time of day, day of week, or day of year to keep users 
productive while minimizing energy waste. Moreover, every 
24 hours, SURVEYOR resets the power settings on each 
PC to the default settings, to override any settings changes 
a user made during the day before, and network managers 
can remotely change the settings of an entire group or 
network at any time with just a few clicks of a mouse.

SURVEYOR accurately measures the energy consumption 
of each PC and provides detailed reports on energy 
consumption, trends in energy use, and user interactions 
with the system — including how much time each PC 
spends in each power state, any override requests, and any 
shutdown delays. This allows network or energy managers 
to gauge the effectiveness of new power settings and to 
verify total energy savings.

Save money

SURVEYOR can reduce PC energy use by an average of 
200 kilowatt-hours (kWh) per PC annually2, lowering 
network operating costs by $15 to $40 per PC (depending 
on local electricity rates). That means that for every 
5,000 PCs in the network, you can cut your annual energy 
consumption by one million kWh on average, lowering 
your utility bill by $75,000 to $200,000 every year. Energy 
saved during “peak demand” periods, when electricity 
rates can soar from cents to dollars per kWh, increases 
the potential cost savings even more. In addition, lower 
PC energy consumption means lower facility cooling 
costs, which can translate into as much as an extra 15% 
savings. And with its detailed measurement and reporting 
capabilities, SURVEYOR gives you the tools to track and 
verify your savings at every step.

The average PC and its monitor 
consume 600 kWh of electricity annually,3 resulting in 710 
lbs to 1,330 lbs of CO2 being sent into the atmosphere just 
to keep that one computer system going.4 A SURVEYOR-
enabled PC uses a third less energy than a non-enabled 
PC, which can help reduce those CO2 emissions by up to 
440 pounds annually. An organization with 5,000 PCs can 
help cut back CO2 emissions by 1.7 million pounds every 
year with SURVEYOR!
